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A Word from

the Principal...

College Review

Currently we are undergoing a year of review. Basically
this means that aspects of our last Strategic Plan are
analysed to determine how successful or otherwise we
were in achieving the goals and targets we set for that
period of time. This analysis helps us to formulate our
next Strategic Plan (20111 2014).

We are presently undertaking the self-evaluation
component of the process, where as a College
community we look at our performance over the last four
years. Staff are working through this process at the
moment and in the next couple of weeks we will be
inviting parents to contribute via forums or workshops
(see invitation below). Students will also be heavily
involved in this process as it is essential that they have a
voice in their education.

As a new Principal | am very keen to hear how you view
the contribution we make to the academic and social
development of your children and how we prepare them
for the future. It also provides you with an opportunity to
participate in the future goal-setting and direction of the
school.

| believe that we can make Sunbury College, not only
the premier school in the town, but also one of the
higher performing schools in the State. | strongly
encourage you to be involved in this consultative
process to assist us in realising the potential this College
has to offer the young people of Sunbury.

Technology

During the review process we will be examining how
technology can be better integrated within teaching and
learning.

Our current students are products of the digital age; they
have no concept of a world without instant
communication, either via mobile phones or the Internet.
To assist in meeting this challenge we have purchased a
number of interactive whiteboards (see article page 6 in
this issue) and are presently investigating the possibility
of trialling a 1:1 learning environment where students
are provided with access to a personal digital device on
a continuous basis throughout the day and beyond, if
possible. Even though we have a large number of
computer pods and laptops which already give us a
higher ratio of computers to students than the guidelines
recommend, we also recognise that a 1:1 learning
environment opens up new possibilities for learning.
Learning can be more active and student-centred.

We are investigating the possibility of trialling a 1:1
learning environment of interested families at perhaps
Year 7 and 9 for 2011 with iPads or a similar device.
This may require that parents to lease this technology
over a period of time with the option of purchasing it for
a small residual price or renewing the lease with the
latest available model.

Several staff members are currently in the process of
visiting schools where 1:1 learning is successful to
gather information to assist in the planning of this
innovation.

Year 10 Work Experience

Towards the end of last term our Year 10 students
undertook 2 weeks of work experience. This was a
highly successful program and | would like to thank Mr
John Fitzgerald for the enormous amount of time and
effort he put into placing over 240 students. | would
also like to congratulate all the students involved
because the feedback we have received has been
excellent. Our young people have impressed many
employers and many gained part-time employment as
a result of this experience.

| was fortunate to visit students in their workplace from
Ballarat to Yallambie and without exception the
employers spoke highly of our students. Their
willingness to participate, to show initiative and the
mature and professional manner in which they
conducted themselves is something both the students
and you as their parents have every right to feel proud
about.

245 Year 10 Work Experience students completed 374 arrangements across 293 employers

5 students did not complete work experience at all due to family holidays or medical issues.

11 students undertook work experience during the July school holiday or allocated outside time period.

6 students missed all or part of work experience because they did not get placements organized.

Students on the whole returned to school very pleased with their two weeks having gained insight into the real world of
work.

Not all
work experience is successful, we have students who do not get the appropriate experience in a workplace and where
things do not go as smoothly as planned. HOWEVER, for the majority of students, they come away with greater self
knowledge and improved understanding of what school leavers and adults undertake day in and out. This is so valuable
when it comes to considering their options for 2011 and beyond.

Head lice are common in school -aged children and are the most adaptable of creatures. They
have survived living solely on humans for 10 000 years. You may be reassured to know that
they are commonly found in places other than Sunbury College.

We know where they live and we know how to find them.

If you follow these steps, once a week, the control of head lice in your home will be greatly im-

proved.

Stepl Comb inexpensive hair conditioner on to dry, brushed (detangled) hair. This

makes it difficult for lice to grip the hair or run around;

Wipe the conditioner from the comb onto a paper towel or tissue;

Look on the tissue and on the comb for lice and eggs;

If lice or eggs are found, the child should be treated,;

If the child has been treated recently and only hatched eggs are found, you may not
have to treat since the eggs could be from the old infection.

If your child has head lice i tell anyone who has had head to head contact with them and ask
them to check their family for head lice.
